REGULAR SESSION                                     November 19, 2007


These are the minutes of the Regular Session of the City of Adams, WI held on November 19, 2007 in the City Municipal Building.


Meeting was called to order at 6:00 p.m. by Mayor Romell.  On roll call were Alderpersons Jensen, LaQuee, Manthey, Smith, Williams, Mayor Romell, Administrator Ellisor, Attorney Pollex, Chief Hanson, and Street Superintendent Mead.  Alderperson Sherd was excused. 

Motion by LaQuee, second by Jensen to approve the minutes of the November 5, 2007 meeting as printed.  Roll call vote, all voted aye.

Petitions and Communications:    Sheriff Renner addressed the Council regarding the police department assisting in Mutual aid outside the City. He stated that the assistance is appreciated as the Sheriff’s Department has been 7-8 road officers short this past year. He stated Mutual Aid is for the safety for all officers involved.  
Report of Standing Committees: 

Personnel Committee:  The Committee met November 6, 2007.  
Motions were made to give the Clerk/Treasurer Confidential Assistant position an increase from $15 per hour to $19 per hour, that part-time police officers wage be increased from $10.39 to $16.72 per hour, and that their fringe benefits be changed making the uniform allowance reimbursable to the City if the employee terminates their employment prior to 6 months.   

Fire District:  The District met November 8, 2007
Motions were made to accept the minutes.  
Motions were made to accept the financial report as presented. 
There were 7 calls, 3 car accidents, and 3 false alarms (1 Northern Bay).

Pumps were tested – all passed inspection

Redstone to do all the annual maintenance

Discussion was held on workmen’s compensation

The grant from the DNR was denied

Finance Committee:  The Committee met November 8, 2007.  

Administrator Ellisor stated that after now obtaining levy amounts from the State, County and School, the City levy is concluded. He stated the most recent wage increases did not affect the City’s levy and is the same as previously presented to Council, this is primarily due to staff reduction in the Clerk/Treasurer’s and Public Works departments.  He acknowledged that the TIF accounts will be absorbing administration salaries, same as the water & sewer accounts. He revisited the updated 2008 budget including the General Fund, TIF Funds, Water and Sewer, Channel 4, and the Street Improvement Funds. The 5 Year Capital Project Equipment Plan was also discussed. He stated the re-payment schedule will be presented to Council at the Budget Public Hearing December 3rd.  

Motions were made to pay the bills.  

Public Safety Committee:  The Committee met November 13, 2007.  

Discussion was held on traffic in school zones.

Motions were made to approve the Police Report.  

Motions were made to approve the Building Inspectors report.  

The court date is pending for citations issued for junk vehicles.

The committee agreed to have Chief Hanson continue mutual aid at his discretion.

Discussion was held on the 2008 budget.

Public Works Committee:  The Committee met November 14, 2007.  
Discussion was held regarding debris around Wellhouse #2.  The website should be up and running in 2-3 weeks.

Sewer and Water construction is complete.  The water sample was returned with a charge of $53,929.12 from Badger Environmental.

Water samples show the manganese levels did not change.  Discussion was held on cleaning Well #2.  Recommendations were made to table the cleaning for a month.  
Received (3) estimates and MSA will present other options at next meeting for Cedar Street Sidewalk.  

Recommendations were made for MSA to bring back recommendations relating to the Drainage Ditch by Burt Morris Park to the next meeting.

MSA and Administrator Ellisor will bring recommendations to the next meeting for the Walking Trail Plan.

Four damaged sidewalks will be replaced in the Rural Development Project. The gravel is complete and the curbs are poured in the South Business Park.

Discussion was held on the budget and getting South Walker Street resurfaced in the spring.

Received bid from Fenner for $10,066 and bid from DL Gasser for $9316 for Alley between Park Street and Liberty Street. 
Recommendations were made to pay $1200 to MSA for the survey and accept bid of $10,066 from Fenner for Alley between Park Street and Liberty Street.  

Report of City Officers:

Mayor Romell: Gave an update on the CDBG meeting held November 12 and the County Vision meeting held November 14. He stated the tree lighting will be November 24 at 4:00 p.m.
Administrator Ellisor: Reported the Rural Development project is still $30,000-$40,000 under budget. Work that will be done will be approved by the RD Administrator. He is working and the finalizing 2008 budget, with the newest action at the Personnel meeting. He reminded the Council the Public Hearing for the 2008 Budget is December 3 and 5:15 p.m.

Attorney Pollex:  Stated letters were sent to home owners south of the railroad tracks regarding utility connections. This will be placed on the next Council agenda. The Dixie Lane right-of-way is still in progress. The reported the flow chart that he and Chief Hanson created is progressing relating to nuisance. He will be discussing the razing of dilapidated buildings and 2 OWI’s will settle. 
Police Chief:  Reported that many property owners have been compliance with property clean-up after letters had been sent and approximately 50 more letters are yet to be served.  Alternate street parking went into effect on November 15 and remains in effect until April 15. The officers have been giving out notices, and notice had been published and it is on the radio station and Channel 4. The department was awarded a certificate of appreciation from the Department of Transportation for participating in the “Wisconsin’s 2007 Crackdown.” During that time frame, the department made 26 stops, issued 17 warning and 8 violations. For participating, the department is entered into a $4500 lottery drawing for safety related items.
Street Superintendent:  Reported leaf pick-up will discontinue Tuesday, November 20. They will be on brush pick-up throughout this week and next. 
New and Unfinished Business:


Mayor Romell waived the second reading of the resolutions relating to the salaries of the Clerk/Treasurer Confidential Assistant, Part-Time Police Officers, Part-Time Public Works and the Building Inspector/Zoning Administrator to allow action this evening.
     Motion by Manthey, second by Smith to adopt Resolution No. 2007-12 (see appendix B of Minutes Book) which increases the rate of pay for the Clerk/Treasurer Confidential Assistant with benefits.  Roll call vote, all voted aye.

         Motion by Jensen, second by Williams to adopt Resolution No. 2007-13 (see appendix B of Minutes Book) which increases the rate of pay for the Part-Time Police Officers with benefits.  Roll call vote, all voted aye. 
     Motion by Williams, second by Manthey to adopt Resolution No. 2007-14 (see appendix B of Minutes Book) which changes the date of the resolution for the Part-Time Public Works.  Roll call vote, all voted aye.

     Motion by Williams, second by Manthey to adopt Resolution No. 2007-15 (see appendix B of Minutes Book) which changes the date of the resolution for the Building Inspector/Zoning Administrator.  Roll call vote, all voted aye.


Motion by Williams, second by Manthey to proceed with the abatement of property located at 149 South Pierce Street of the junk vehicle as presented by Chief Hanson. Roll call vote, all voted aye.
     
Motion by Williams, second by LaQuee to proceed with the abatement of property located at 116 South Kenwood Street of the accumulation of junk/garbage as presented. Roll call vote, all voted aye.


Motion by Williams, second by Smith to proceed with the abatement of property located at 112 North College Street of the junk vehicle as presented. Roll call vote, all voted aye.


Motion by Williams, second by Manthey to approve the Agreement for Services with Up North Real Estate, Inc. for 3 years beginning 2008 through 2010 as presented. Roll call vote, all voted aye.


Motion by LaQuee, second by Williams to adjourn. Roll call vote, all voted aye.
