
 REGULAR SESSION                                     May 4, 2009 
  

 These are the minutes of the Regular Session of the City of Adams, WI held on May 4, 2009 in the 

City Municipal Building. 

 Meeting was called to order by Mayor Williams. On roll call were Alderpersons Jensen, LaQuee, 

Manthey, Newberg, Robinson, Suhr, Mayor Williams, Administrator Ellisor, Attorney Pollex, Chief 

Hanson, and Street Superintendent Mead.     

Motion by LaQuee, second by Jensen to approve the minutes of the April 21, 2009 meeting as 

printed.  Roll call vote, all voted aye. 

Petitions and Communications:   None presented. 

Report of Standing Committees:    

Personnel Committee: (The Committee met April 27 & 30, 2009)  

April 27, 2009 - In closed session, the City and Union discussed proposals. After negotiations, the 

contract was settled. 

April 30, 2009 – In closed session, Non-Union Employee contracts and resolutions were reviewed. 

Recommendations will be set forth at the May 18 Council Meeting. 

Report of City Officers: 

Mayor Williams:  Stated that starting with the next meeting, the Council will allow up to five citizens 

time to address the Council for a maximum of five minutes. Council will expect decency will be 

shown. If not, we will ask the person to leave. He also stated he eliminated the Channel 4 Cable 

Advisory Committee, any issues regarding Channel 4 will be addressed by the Council.   

Administrator Ellisor:   Reported we continue waiting for acknowledgement on the EDA application. 

This is a 75 % grant and 25% loan for the South Business Park.  The application for the Clean Water 

Fund was sent. This would be a 50% grant and 50% loan for the well only. An application to Rural 

Development was also sent for the well. Notice has been received on the COPS grant that we should 

receive in August or September. Negotiations were completed for the Police Contract in one session.   

Attorney Pollex:  Reported he had trial last week on a number of tickets.  Katherine Gregg who is 

another attorney in his office will handle the pre-trials this week. There are about ten or twelve 

scheduled.  Another trial upcoming is in regards to non compliance with utility hookup. He and 

Building/Zoning Inspector White have started on raze actions on two non-conforming properties.  

Chief Hanson:   Reported he has met with County law enforcement agencies and Adams County 

Department of Health concerning the reported swine flu case. He has advised officers to take 

precautions. A roundtable discussion with the Attorney General will take place Thursday.  Officers 

will be attending a legal update by the Sheriffs Department.   May 18 the department participates in the 

Click it or Ticket enforcement program. At the next May 12 Safety meeting he will present 

information on the Municipal Court.  

Street Superintendent Mead: Reported white goods pickup was last Thursday and Friday. They will 

go out again tomorrow to pickup missed items.  Sewer jetting is almost 50% completed for the year.  

Alley grading has started.  Lift station generator has arrived and Thursday will be start up and training 

on it.  There have been two property owners south of the tracks that have hooked up to the utility.  

LaQuee questioned if the aerator is running. Mead stated that the water temperature needs to warm up.   

  New and Unfinished Business:  

 Motion by LaQuee, second by Jensen to ratify the contract between the City of Adams 

and Adams Professional Police Association.  (Administrator Ellisor reviewed the contract changes) 

Roll call vote, all voted aye.  Mayor Williams thanked the members of the Personnel Committee and 

Administrator Ellisor for completing the contract in such a timely manner.
