
 

THE MINUTES ARE DRAFT AND SUBJECT TO COUNCIL APPROVAL 

 REGULAR SESSION                           May 2, 2011 
  

 These are the minutes of the Regular Session of the City of Adams, WI held on May 2, 2011 
in the City Municipal Building. 

 Meeting was called to order by Mayor Baumgartner. On roll call were Alderpersons Jensen, 
Kierstyn, Manthey, Marti, Scott, Suhr, Mayor Baumgartner, Administrator Ellisor, Attorney 
Pollex, Chief Hanson, and Street Superintendent Mead.   

Motion by Jensen, second by Suhr to approve the minutes of the April 19, 2011 meeting as 

printed.  Roll call vote, all voted aye. 

Petitions and Communications:   Robin Skala from Central Wisconsin Community Action 
Council – Adams Food Pantry and Second Harvest Food Bank thanked the Council for allowing 
them to use Burt Morris Park for their April distribution. She stated that approximately 350 
Adams County families were supplied with food. Set up and clean up take about 6 ½ hours and 
distribution is approximately 1 ½ hours and it was very accessible for traffic and pickup. They 
are asking that the Council allow them to use the park throughout the summer for their food 
distribution. Administrator Ellisor stated that she could reserve the park for the May 16 
distribution. 

Report of Standing Committees:  

Finance Committee: 
In Petitions and Communications it was reported that we have received the first draw of about 
$4,400 from the COPS Program. These draws will occur each quarter for the next 3 years. 
Manthey suggested that the City participate in the VFW’s 50th Anniversary at their 4th of July 
event. 
A discussion was held regarding the Budget Repair Bill.  The affects of the bill are still uncertain 
however, anticipated deficit would be manageable by the City. Recycling funding was not 
eliminated but was cut by 40%. 
The budget is keeping up with it’s percentage of expenditures.  Revenue is still behind and will 
be until near year end. 
The bills available were reviewed. 

Report of City Officers: 

Mayor Baumgartner: Reported that we have had a lot of things happen and it has been very 
busy in the last month. Administrator Ellisor and Attorney Pollex will report on them.  

Administrator Ellisor: Reported that we received the first draw on the COPS grant and will 
receive funds for the next three years.  We have sent the right-of-way information to the EDA 
and waiting for final approval from their attorneys. This project entails curb, gutter and paving 
throughout the Industrial Business Park; which also includes Vega & Dixie Streets and will 
extend water and sewer utilities south to the Super 8 Motel. The proposal for minor engineering 
work from the engineers will be on the next agenda for the County M (Ann Street) construction. 
He will be getting the budgets together on these projects to track the expenditures throughout the 
project work. 

Attorney Pollex:  Reported that he had been busy the last couple of weeks with four successful 
trials. We received $2,500 for the sewer treatment from Northern Bay. They had two dismissals, 
one with a former employee and the filing with the Railroad.  

Chief Hanson:  Reported that Take Back was completed on Saturday throughout the County and 
the unwanted medication was transported to the DEA. Officers will be attending training in 
Appleton this month on sobriety testing and drug impaired driving. Several letters have been sent 
out on property maintenance. The department made a narcotics arrest for delivery of heroin, that 
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took place at Burt Morris Park. As there were children in the vehicle, the matter was referred to 
the Department of Health and Human Services. He commended Officers Scimeca and Sherd for 
the arrest.  

Street Superintendent Mead: Reported they are working on brush pick up, vehicle 
maintenance, pot hole patching, alley grading and property maintenance. Due to the weather, 
Hydrant flushing that was scheduled April 21st will be May 12th. White Goods pickup last week 
was completed by a gentleman at no cost to the City. The leaf vac should be repaired and back 
out by the end of the week.  

New and Unfinished Business: 

Motion by Suhr, second by Jensen to approve the Purchase of land, approximately a 20 

Acre Parcel Located in the Northwest Quarter of the City.  

Administrator Ellisor stated once the Certified Survey Map is completed, we will have the 
exact acreage, but it will be in the 21 acre range. The rough total cost of the property is $32,000 - 
$33,000 for the entire parcel. The drainage ditch runs diagonally across that parcel. The purpose 
for it is for land preserve designated for storm water management, not necessarily for and 
development purposes. The $1,000 earnest money was put down when the offer was made and it 
was stipulated that the purchaser (City) would be preparing and paying for the survey cost and 
the certified survey map. He stated it can be helpful for any future development purposes in the 
City, as many places have to have their own retention pond, such as Pamida, the schools and 
Castle Rock. Areas around town had to put in their own retention areas. This would be used for 
retaining water and to help meet compliance with development needs. Currently, the City has a 
60’ easement going the entire length of the drainage ditch. Roll call vote; Marti, Scott, Suhr, 

Jensen and Kierstyn – Aye, Manthey – No.   
Motion by Manthey, second by Scott to Grant Permission of the Continuance of 

Abatement of Property located at 340 South Grant Street. Roll call vote, all voted aye.  

Motion by Manthey, second by Kierstyn to Approve the Amended Adams County Fire 

District Agreement.  Administrator Ellisor stated that he did not see any changes in the formula 
and how it is funded, and its shared months to each entity in the agreement. It is based on a 
formula in place for years. It is based on the number of runs, SEV, and the population of the 
municipality. Roll call vote, all voted aye. 

Motion by Jensen, second by Marti to Approve Payment of Bills. Roll call vote, all voted 

aye. 

Motion by Jensen, second by Suhr to Adjourn. By voice vote, all voted aye. 

Meeting adjourned at 5:36 p.m.
